	Ders Tanımı:

· be familiar with the general social aspects of the Turkish people, their history and culture; and the current issues in Turkey; and be able to do individual research and speak about those topics;

· have developed and used language learning strategies that will help not only with improving their Turkish, but with learning other languages too.

	· Academic honesty:

All students are expected to attend each class and to focus on the course in class (not on things extraneous to the course). Students will be allowed 4 absences for ANY reason, including sports and other school or personal events. Such excuses (illness, family problems, etc) are to be e-mailed to the instructor, but it is completely at her disposal to accept them or not. After the 4 absences, each absence will result in a 1% reduction of the final grade.

Please note that no make-up exams or quizzes will be given, and no late assignments or papers will be accepted unless the instructor has granted prior approval. Late assignments will also result in a 1% reduction of your final grade for this course.
No cell phones (or other communication device) are to be used in class, as these are highly disruptive. This includes silently checking your messages or sending text messages! If you are in an emergency situation when you feel you must be in contact with someone, please speak to me ahead of class time. If you violate this policy, you will counted as absent for that day without notice. 
Term paper (20%):

Individually you are expected to write a term paper on one of the following topics (guidelines will be provided during the course):

1. A brief history of Turkey’s alliance with the US

2. International relations: Turkey and the European Union

3. A contrastive analysis of the Turkish  and US national education systems

4. Terrorism threats towards Turkey, terrorist organizations in Turkey: Past and present

Your finalized paper will be an 8 to 10 page-long paper on the topic. Please use 1.5 line spacing; 12 Times Roman font; if you add a title page, do not number it; you are welcome to insert pictures but they do not count as written space.  Please remember that plagiarism is a serious offence and will result in an F grade. Indicate your sources at the end of the paper according to APA or MLA conventions. Make sure your library book references outweigh your websites. Papers only with web resources will receive an F. Use websites cautiously since much may be inaccurate or opinionated. Do NOT only look into sources from Hammermill Library and limit yourself to them. Through inter-library loans you should request books/articles to be brought to our college library from other universities such as Penn State, U Penn. or Buffalo University.
Your outline and major sources submission date is April, 18. The final term paper submission date is May, 11.  Papers handed in after due date will NOT be accepted. 

 Presentation 1  (Regions) (10%)
Turkey, a historical and cultural bridge between East and West, is divided in seven geographical regions distinguished by vegetation, climate and land structure. 
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1. Marmara, 

2. Aegean, 

3. Mediterranean, 

4. Black Sea,
5. Central Anatolia, 

6. Eastern Anatolia, 

7. Southeast Anatolia 

Presentations will be individual work and will start taking place as of Week 3 (two every Friday). You are expected to create a 1 hour and 30 minute PowerPoint presentation session for the class on your regions (with an emphasis on climate, geography, economy, major attractions, people, historical importance, etc). Your PowerPoint presentation is required to have high audio and visual appeal. A mere listing of facts/paragraphs pasted from the paper on slides is NOT a successful presentation! 
You are also expected to prepare a quiz that covers major important points/details of you regions presentation to be given out at the end of your presentation. You should prepare at least 10 to 15 questions with a mixture of question types and make copies for the whole class. After each presentation session there will be a 10-20 minute discussion session where ideas and questions will be exchanged among class members. The presenter also has the responsibility of bringing in a few discussion starters.
Remember that it is always a good idea to start preparing early on. Please note that NOT handing in an outline of your paper and presentation at least one week in advance will result in a 20% reduction from your individual presentation grade. 
Presentation 2  (Issues) (10%)
You are required to do 30 minute presentations on 2 of the topics below. As much as the topics give way to it, issues should be taken up comparatively between Turkey and the US, drawing on similarities and differences where applicable. You should also consider making handouts ready for the class for easy grasp of material you are presenting before them.
1. Turkish political/electoral and legal system 
2. Turkish Armed Forces: history, structure and past military coups

3. Interesting cases brought to ECHR (The European Court of Human Rights) (i.e the “Leyla Şahin” case)
4. Turkish Economy

5. International concerns: Turks in Europe, Cyprus-Greek tensions, Armenian allegations 

6. Domestic concerns: population growth, ethnic divisions, earthquakes

	Final EXAM  (30%):
There will be two sections to contribute to your Final Exam grade:

a) Written Section: You will be responsible for ALL topics covered throughout the semester. The questions will cover language sessions and culture topics as well as term paper topics, and cultural experiences. The Final exam will be on May 11, the last day of class.

b) Oral Section: In the oral exam the student will have to show their knowledge of Turkish vocabulary with correct pronunciation, read before the instructor a short text in Turkish and answer a couple of comprehension questions about the same text, and answer questions about self/environment in Turkish. The student may also be asked to conjugate verbs for different tense and translate sentences from and to Turkish. This will take place in your instructor’s office and/or a classroom during the last week of classes at a pre-designated time.
